The main purpose of our conference is to promote and exchange the scientific knowledge and
experience. Traditionally, it is also an opportunity for meeting of scientific and engineering
communities and all others who deal with navigation and various areas of human activities at sea.

Furthermore, we are planning an independent commercial session where the representatives
from different companies will be able to present their products for a large group of navigators and
the whole maritime society. All companies interested in participating in the commercial session
are asked to be in contact with organizers for details.

In addition to a typically scientific atmosphere the organizers will try to take care of the well-
being of the participants by offering as every year additional attractions, among the other things:
- Thematic sessions and banquet on board the ferry, during cruise on the Baltic Sea.
- Atour of the Carlskrona City (Sweden) and Maritime Museum;
- Entertainment Exhibitions and presentations.
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The previous experience in organization of such event and the ever increasing attendance
result in increasing challenges for the organizers such as the enhancement of the scientific level
or enrichment of the social content for participants of this conference. In the last one 178
individuals participated from Poland and abroad. They presented 140 articles including 120
papers in plenary and thematic sessions. 20 papers were presented in the poster session. Trying
to meet the demand of the scientific society the thematic range of the current conference has
been augmented.
